Preface

“Praise the Lord, all nations! Praise him, all peoples! His love for us is strong and his
faithfulness is eternal! Praise the Lord!” Psalm 117:1-2

“Go, then, to all peoples everywhere and make them my disciples: baptize them in the name
of the Father, the Son, and the Holy Spirit, and teach them to obey everything I have
commanded you. And I will be with you always, to the end of the age.” Matthew 28:18-19
“After this I looked, and there was an enormous crowd — no one could count all the people!
They were from every race, tribe, nation, and language, and they stood in front of the throne
and of the Lamb, dressed in white robes and holding palm branches in their hands. They
called out in a loud voice: ‘Salvation comes from our God, who sits on the throne and from
the Lamb’” Revelation 7:9-10

I chose these three excerpts from the Word of God in order to look at our responsibility to
bring the gospel to all nations still today, and so that all nations would praise the Lord,
everyone in his own language, just as Martin Luther encouraged in his reformation through
the translation of Bible into the people’s mother tongue and induction of worship into the
language of his people. We can see God’s promise in the third quotation which greatly points
to the great mercy — to stand for the staunch ones from all nations, tribes, peoples, and
languages in front of the Lamb’s Throne and to praise Him.

Each nation and language has respect and honor in God. There are many nations, cultures, and
languages in the world and all are children of God. The Lord loves all of them and He wants
everyone to be saved and to stand in front of His throne when that day comes.

All children of God, those who have been incorporated into his Church through Holy
Baptism, ought to love all nations and races indiscriminately. Due to geographical and
language disposal and separation, circumstances dictate that countries that are closer
according to language and culture understand each other better and therefore cooperate more
and search for themselves in the great sea of human languages. This applies in the current era
of globalization, when individuals and groups like tourists, refugees, and job-seekers migrate
in search of better living conditions. Many of them, after some time in foreign surroundings,
start to seek out people who they understand — people who have similar cultural habits or
traditions. This work also looks to help individuals in this sense.

This survey of Slavic Lutheran churches, worship, magazines, an theologian schools helps not
only individuals in foreign settings, but also workers of various churches, their employees,
theologians, missionaries, students, journalists, cultural workers, politicians, managers, and
others. Further, it helps workers of SLZ in Geneva to understand that in their organization
there are also minor Slavic Lutherans, which can lead to a more sensible approach to
international worship, distribution of documents, seminaries, courses, and training, and the
pragmatic usage of Slavic languages (e.g. Slovak, Polish, Russian) in addition to the more
commonly used Germanic and Romantic languages (English, German, French and Spanish).

There are approximately 290 million Christians in the world today. Slavs divide into three
main groups:
-Eastern Slavs — Russians, Ukrainians, Belarusians, they mostly confess Orthodox
Beliefs
-Western Slavs — Poles, Czechs, Slovaks, Sorbs, they are mostly Roman Catholics



-Southern Slavs — Bulgarians, Serbians, and Macedonians are Orthodox Christians
whilst Croatians and Slovenians are Roman Catholics

Protestants (and more specifically Lutherans) are a Christian minority among Slavs. Many of
the following Lutherans Churches are multiethnic, i.e. some include also Lutherans that are
not Slavs, and others do not publish their statistics (in these cases they were estimated). The
Russians are an example of this. From the survey it can be seen that there are numerous
Lutheran Church organizations in Russia. There are historical churches, but mostly great
number of young Lutheran churches and communities. The common structural feature for all
is the Russian language. Even though native born Russians Lutherans, we will call them
Russian-speaking Lutherans due to the decisive number of members of two historical
churches - ELKRAS and ELCI. Using this we will determine that they are Lutheran
inhabitants of Russia, speaking Russian, but in most cases not having Russian ancestors, 1.e.
Germans, Finns, Estonians, Latvians, Swedes, etc.

The information was taken from printed and internet materials and they were completed by
individual information from the head offices of churches, editions, schools, and individuals. I
thank all who have provided me this information. However, there is a large number of those
who did not respond and therefore, it was not possible to fill in some information. Thanks for
understanding.
